Low-Level Bridge over the Crocodile River between Mjejane Game Reserve and The Kruger National Park

Further to the attached letter received from SANParks in September 2007, we are pleased to advise the progress made to date in regard to the low-level bridge:

1.
The bridge design (also attached) has been approved by the environmentalist 
and SANParks.
2.
The location of the bridge in the area of the original Nellmapius drift crossing 
has also been agreed. This is approximately 1km east of the boundary of Erf 5 
(Tented Camp).

3.
The draft scoping report has been published for comment by interested and 
affected parties, the closing date for which is 06 May 2008.

4.
In the light of the aforegoing, the ROD is expected to be received by June 
2008.

5.
It is therefore anticipated that the bridge will be constructed during winter this 
year unless unforeseen delays occur.
In regard to access into Kruger Park via the bridge, it is envisaged that the operating agreement between Kruger National Park and Mjejane Game Reserve will be finalised along the following lines:
i.
Access from Mjejane Game reserve into Kruger Park will be limited to privately 
owned vehicles, commercially operated busses seating a maximum of 25 
occupants, and Open Safari Vehicles operated by the Mjejane Safari 
Company.
ii.
Standard Kruger Park Gate Operating Hours will apply.
2.

iii.
Access during peak periods will be granted in accordance with the existing 
Gate Quota System volumes implemented by Kruger National Park, on a first 
come first served basis.
iv.
The commercially operated Mjejane Open Safari Vehicles will be permitted to 
conduct sunrise, sunset and night drives into Kruger Park limited to specific 
agreed upon times and number of vehicles.

v.
It is proposed that a Mjejane Wild Card be available for purchase by owners 
which will offer them unlimited access into Kruger Park only on a yearly basis. 
Rules applicable to existing Wild Card membership will apply to Mjejane Wild 
Card holders.
vi.
Implementation of the Mjejane Wild Card will only be completed by mid 2009, 
and in the interim, Conservation Fees in accordance with SANParks policy will 
be charged unless the driver and passengers are in possession of a valid 
standard Wild Card. 
Once the Management and Operating Agreement between Kruger National Park and Lugedlane Developments (Pty) Ltd. has been concluded, it will be made available for purchasers to view.
